MEGAN SPOONER is a decidedly original and compelling songwriter and performer.  Sophisticated yet raw, her sound is progressive and entirely unique.  Here is a gifted woman and bandleader experimenting with music in the same spirit and with the same depth of vision as Jeff Buckley, Beth Orton, Ricki Lee Jones, and Thom Yorke.

 

Previously, Ms. Spooner was co-songwriter and a founding member with guitarist Rod Hohl of the band FELLAHEEN.  One of the first bands to be heard over the Internet in the early 90’s on websites such as IUMA and HK Radio, Fellaheen received frequent airplay on college radio throughout the West after the release of a 7” single DECOMPRESSION/SWEET BOY featuring an exceptional rhythm section consisting of Andy Hess (Black Crowes, Gov't Mule) on bass and Ray Anthony on drums.  The band embarked upon a tour of the Northwest in the summer of ’95, played the North-By-Northeast Music Festival in Toronto, Canada appearing on alternative weekly NOW Newspaper’s Critic’s Pick List, and in 1998 was awarded a prestigious BESSIE AWARD (New York Dance and Performance Art Award) for musical composition of a soundscape for choreographer David Neumann (Hal Hartley, Laurie Anderson) alongside other recipients such as The Kronos Quartet.  That same year, Ms. Spooner and the band became the centerpiece for the development of an Off B’Way rock musical SUGAR MOUNTAIN, based on the 1970’s BBC TV series ROCK FOLLIES with music written by former Roxy Music member Andy Mackay, in collaboration with New York City’s Via Theater/Brian Jucha and playwright Stephen Belber.  Fellaheen’s first and second albums were recorded at Electric Lady Studios in New York City for indie label TO YOUR HEAD RECORDS, produced by the band and sound engineer Andy Salas (Dave Matthews, D’Angelo, Santana) before the band broke up in the year 2000.

 

Soon after, Megan fronted the band MIDDLE FINGER, a power-trio of super-efficient players including Stephen Moses (Alice Donut, Rasputina, NYC’s Loser’s Lounge) on drums and Patrick Fondiller (Wasabi Devils) on bass.  A six-song demo produced by the band and sound engineer Martin Bisi (Sonic Youth, John Zorn, Dee-Lite) was recorded and four songs are included on Ms. Spooner’s full-length CD release CALM DOWN LITTLE HORSEY! Volume One (a musical collective) featuring drummer/percussionist LaFrae Olivia Sci and guitarist Rena Schwartz on TO YOUR HEAD RECORDS.

 

Ms. Spooner’s focus has turned toward the intimacy of solo acoustic/electric performances and expanding her repertoire of songs.  Last year she began working on a live concert of Kate Bush’s first studio album THE KICK INSIDE in collaboration with Via Theater’s Brian Jucha and jazz pianist Heather Bennett.  Megan is now rehearsing in preparation for a tour to support the release of CALM DOWN LITTLE HORSEY! Volume One as well as the making of a new album by the end of 2004.
